Mas'ud said: God has cursed the women who tattoo and the women who have
themselves tattooed, the women who pluck hairs from their faces and who make spaces between
their teeth for beauty, changing what God has created. When a woman came and told him she had
heard he had cursed such and such he asked why he should not curse those whom God's messenger
had cursed and those who were mentioned in God’s Book. She told him she had read it from cover
to cover and had not found in it what he had been saying, to which he replied that if she had read
it she would have found it, and asked her whether she had not read, “What the apostle has brought
you accept, and what he has forbidden you refrain from.” (Qur’an, 59, 7). On her replying that she
had, he said he had forbidden what he had been talking about.

« Sahabah and Tabi'Tn did not focus on the compilation of the Sunnah (whetﬁer* wnmtgﬂ:m
collection of it, or organizing it) in their era, due to the following reasons:

1. They were asked not to do that at the beginning.

2. The prophet (pbuh) was present, so they could refer to him about the different
matters.

3. Their strong memorization ability, their present mind, and their continuous mentioning
of it among themselves.
« At the end of the era of Tabi'in, scholars started to compile the sunnah for two reasons:
1. The emergence and spread of heretics, innovators, Shi ah and Khawarij.

2. The fear that this ‘ilm will fade away with the spread of the scholars in the land and
due to their death.
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Abu Sa'id Khudri reported that Allah's Messenger (pbuh) said:
Do not take down anything from me, and he who took down anything
from me except the Qur'an, he should efface that and narrate from me,
for there is no harm in it and he who attributed any falsehood to me-

and Hammam said: I think he also said:" deliberately" -he should in
fact find his abode in the Hell-Fire.

This was to prevent the possibility of mixing up the Qur’an with his own
words during the era of revelation. The greatest stress regarding writing was
placed on recording the Qur anic verses.
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Narrated Abdullah ibn Amr ibn al-"As: I used to write everything which
I heard from the Messenger of Allah (pbuh). I intended (by it) to
memorise it. The Quraysh prohibited me saying: Do you write
everything that you hear from him while the Messenger of Allah (pbuh)
is a human being: he speaks in anger and pleasure? So, I stopped
writing, and mentioned it to the Messenger of Allah (pbuh). He
signalled with his finger to him mouth and said: Write, by Him in
Whose hand my soul lies, only right comes out from it.

« Any contradictions? So, combination, abrogation, Tarjih, then cessation.

« Understanding the illah and objectives of hadiths to implement them.

* Differentiating between the objective (fixed) and the means (changeable).

* Differentiating between the practical matters (Shahadah) and the unseen
matters (Ghayb).
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Dealing with Weak Hadiths S
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* In virtues (not Agidah matters, or in the fundamental fighi matters)
* The deed belongs to an established act.
* It is not a very weak hadith (e.g., Matruk or Munkar).

* Do not believe in its authenticity, the application of the hadith is from a

precautionary perspective.
* |t does not contradict a sahih or a hasan report.

* The hadith does not have details that are not logically accepted, or shari accepted,

or linguistically accepted.
