Depending upon the number of reporters at each stage [generation] of the 
chain of narration [sanad], ḥadīths can be classified into these 2 categories.

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.1 ةیملاسلإا مولعلل تایآ ةیمیداكأ Numerous narrators: Ḥadīth must have several chains.
2. Throughout the sanad: This great number of Rāwīs (narrators) must be
found in every generation of the sanad.

3. The impossibility of collusion: Narrated by so many people that the chance
for them to conspire or unite on a lie must be totally impossible. The
diversity of location is needed (i.e., the locality of the narrators should be
distant to preclude the possibility of collusion to fabricate the report).

4. The basis of the report is sensory perception: End of Riwāyāt must be on
knowledge and sensory perception (amr ḥissī). (I.e., no assumptions,
hearsay, ambiguity).

Ø The listener get benefit of certain knowledge (ʿilm al-yaqīn) from the hadith.

• Tadlīs lexically means: to hide a fault; and technically refers to
when a Muḥaddith hides the name of a certain rāwī and
narrates the rest of the sanad in a way that a casual observer
cannot make it out.

• Or: Concealing a defect in the chain of narration, the text, or the
source (the teacher) of the ḥadīth.

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Dealing with Hadiths

• Sunnah must be understood in the light of the Qur’an – no contradictions
between them. Also, hadiths follow the rules of Arabic language (true
meaning vs. figurative speech, etc.)

• Collecting all hadiths that belong to the same point to get the full picture.

• Any contradictions? So, combination, abrogation, Tarjih, then cessation.

• Understanding the illah and objectives of hadiths to implement them.

• Differentiating between the objective (fixed) and the means (changeable).

• Differentiating between the practical matters (Shahadah) and the unseen
matters (Ghayb).
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Dealing with Weak Hadiths
• In virtues (not Aqidah matters, or in the fundamental fiqhi matters)

• The deed belongs to an established act.

• It is not a very weak hadith (e.g., Matruk or Munkar).

• Do not believe in its authenticity, the application of the hadith is from a 
precautionary perspective. 

• It does not contradict a sahih or a hasan report.

• The hadith does not have details that are not logically accepted, or shari accepted, 
or linguistically accepted.
